1. The figures in this Table nelate to the whole of the Indian Empire except East
Manglun and an unadministered tract in North Arakan, both in Burma, with an aggregate
area of about 5,000 square miles, and certain tracts bevond the administrative frontier in Assam
and Burma, which are inhabited by Abors, Mishmis, Singphos, Was and other wild tribes.

2. The difference between the total population here shown and that recorded in the pamph-
let issued in October 1911, is due to the inclusion of the figures for Kharan in Baluchistan
the enumeration of which was detayed for about six months owing to political reasons.

3. Although situated in Arabia, Aden is administered as a part of the Bombay Presidency.
It is therefore included in this Table. Not so the Kuria Muria Islands, Sokotra or the Protected
States adjoining Aden on the mainland. Nothing is known regarding the population of the
Kuria Muria Islands except that it is very small. The population of Sokotra is roughly esti-

mated at 5,000, and that of the Protected Tribes on the mainland at 607,ilOO. The details are
as follows :—Abdali 25,000; Subehi 27,000; Fadthli 35,000; Amiri (Ahl-Radfanshaari,
Jabal Jihaf Extra) 50,000; Akrabi 1,000; Upper Aulaki (Sultan and Sheikh) 60,000;
Lower Aulaki 20,000; Behan Al Kasab 11,0U0; Upper Yafai 100,000; Lower Yafai 60,000 •

Alawi 1,500; Kaiti (All Hadthramaut), Kathirl, etc., 200,000; Wahidi of Balahaf 5 000-
Wahidi of Bir Alii .3,000 ; Irka 200 ; Ilaura 300 ; Haushabi 8,200.

4. The Table does not include the population of French and Portuguese India. The
census of French territory was effected on the 10th March 1911, at the same time as that

of British India, when it was found to have 2 82, .386
inhabitants (males 138,56-3, females 14'3,823, of whom
40,177 were British subjects. Portuguese India, com-
prising the districts of Goa, Daman and Diu, was enu-
merated on 31st December 1910, when the census of
Portugal was taken. The population of Daman and Diu
is noted in the margin. The final figures for Goa had
not been ascertained when this table was sent to press

but according to the rough additions worked out imme-
diately after the census, the population was 541,074-. On this basis the total population
of the Portuguese territory would be 602,564.

5. Nor does the Table deal with the external States of Nepal, Afghanistan and Bhotan.
The population of Nepal according to a census taken by the Durbar in March 1911 is

5,639,092 (2,854,727 males and 2,784,365 females). There has never been an enumeration
of the other two States. The population of Afghanistan has been estimated roughlv at
4,600,000 and that of Bhotan at 300,000 to 400,000.

6. Details of some of the principal States included in the Agencies and Provincial groups
will be found on page 4, where also is shown the population of the areas under British,
administration in certain Native States.

7. The figures in this Table are based on a detailed enumeration on the Standard
Schedule except in the following cases :

The population returned at previous censuses has been corrected, as far as possible, in

-order to allow for subsequent interprovincial transfers. Manipur, which was treated as British

territory in 1901, has now been entered under the head States and Agencies.

Towns mid Villages Classified hy Po|Milation.

1. The population here dealt witli falls short of that in Table I by 1,622,094 persons

in the Agencies and tribal areas of the North-West Frontier Province, where statisticB of

the number of villages are not available.

2. In this Table, as in Tables I, IV and V, a cantonment adjoining a municipality has

been treated as an integral part of it.

3. In the districts in which a revenue and cadastral survey has been carried out, the

mauza or survey village has been taken as the census village. Elsewhere it is the residential

village, or group of houses bearing a separate name, small outlying hamlets being ordinarily

treated as part of the main residential villages to which they appertain.

4. Travellere enumerated in encampments, boats and trains, etc., have, as a rule, been

shown separately in this Table, whereas in Tables IV and V they have been included in the

population of the town in which the place of enumeration is situated.

1. For the purpose of this Table a town was defined as including every municipality of
whatever size, every cantonment, all civil lines not included in municipal' limits, and every
other collection of houses permanently inhabited by not less than 5,000 persons, wbioh is of an
urban character though not under municipal gov<'rnment. The numerical test, however, was
not always strictly applied ; some places with less than 5,000 inhabitiints were, for s}>ecial

reasons, treated as towns, while others with a larger population were omitted. Some places

treated as towns in 1901 have now been excluded, and others have b''<'n newly included.

The net result of these changes on the urban population is shown on pag.- 2-2.

2. The towns are grouped in six classes. The first class consists of towns with a popula-

tion of 100,000 and over, the second with from 50,000 to 100,000, the third from 20,0o0 to

50,000, the fourth from 10,000 to 20,000, the fifth from 5,000 to 10,000, and the sixth under
5,000. In the first three classes the towns, other than the three Presidency towns which
come first, are arranged alphabetically in each class ; in the last three only the number
of towns and their aggregate population are givi-'u.

3. This Table takes in five censuses and gives the net variation for the period lb72—1911
as well as for each intervening decade. As mentioned in paragraph 2 to the explanatory

note to Table II, the figures entered for 1S72 refer in some cases to censuses taken in other

years. Where the first census took place in lS5l columns 8, 12 and \'-> are blank. It has

been found impossible to ascertain the former population of many of the places now treated as

towns for the first time. There are also certain towns where the total jiopulation has been

ascertained but the distribution by sex cannot be given, so that the jiopulation does not

agree with the figui'es in the sex columns.

l. In some towns such as Nagpur, Graya and Indore, where plague was prevalent at the

time of the census, many of the inhabitants were absent from their homes, and the population

shown in this Table is far less than it would otherwise have been. Tht- piijiulation of soin* of

these towns, according to the returns of a fresh census taken after the epidemic had subsided,

is noted below :

1. The total population shown in this Table is less than that shown in Table I owing
to the omission of 1,008,556 persons (males 852,235, females 750,321) in the North-West
Frontier Province who were not enumerated by religion.

2. The general arrangement is the same as in the corres].onding Table of the last

census. Yedic Theists (Arya Samaj) and Eclectic Theists (Brahmo Samaj) are included in

the general total of Hindus, but are also shown separately. The term Animistic denotes
the primitive forms of belief which are found amung thi^ jimgle tribey, .Mundas, SantaU,
Bliils, etc. There is no name for these beliefs in any Indian vernacular, and in practice it

is very difficult to draw the line between Animism and Hinduism. The question has been
discussed in the Report Volume. Here it must suffice to say that all persons who said they
were Hindus, Musalmans or Christians, etc., were recorded as such. Those who did not
profess to belong to any recognized religion were entered under the name of their caste

or tribe. In the course of tabulation all such persons were treated as Hindus if they
belonged to a recognized Hindu caste, however low it might bo. Those wlio belonged to

jungle tribes outside the caste system, e.g., Bhils, Khouds, Garos, Todas, etc., were chissed

as Animists.

Part I— Is a general summary giving for the whole of India and for each Province,
State or Agency tlie numljer of persons born in India, in other Asiatic countries, in Europe,
in Africa, and so ou. The distinction niaile in lilOl between Asiatic countries adjacent to

India and other Asiatic countries has not been maintained Some counliies are adjacent in a
geographical sense, but the bulk of the migration which takes place follows other channels
than the common boundary. This is the case for instance with China and Persia.

Part II—The general groups of Part I are here distributed amongst the particular

countries of which they are made up, and details are given for the whole of India and for

each Province or State, showing the number of persons born in different parts of India,

in Afghanistan, China, the United Kingdom, Cape Colony, Canada, etc.

I'art III— Illustrates internal migration. Column 2 gives the total number of imnii-

grants, that is to say of persons born in other parts of India, who were enumerated in the
Provinces or States entered in the first column. Column 3 treats as emigrants those persons

who were born in the Provinces or States shown in column 1, but were enumerated in other
parts of India. The fourth column shows the balance of emigration or immigration in each
case, and the subsequent columns give particulars of the net interchange of population which
goes to make np the lialance for or against any given Province or State. The details working
up to the totals will be found in Part II. To take a simple instance—llj persons born in

Ajmer-Merwara were enumerated in Assam, and t> persons born in Assam were enumerated in

Ajmer-Merwara. The difference 10 represents the net emigration from Ajmer-Merwara to

Assam and appears first in column 5 as the net gain of Assam from Ajnier-Merwara,
and again in column 7 as the net loss of Ajmer-Merwara to Assam. Of the gross figures

•4-1) is shown with details of sex in Part II under Assam, while G is entered under Ajmer-
Alerwara. As Part III deals only with internal migration, immigrants born outside India
(including French and Portuguese Settlements) as well as those Indians whose birthplace was
not specified are excluded from the statistics. An attempt will be made in the body of the

Census Report to strike a balance between immigration and emigration for India as a whole.

Part IV— Shows the distribution according to the place of Enumeration at the census

of the persons born in each Province, State or Country.

2. In Parts II, III and IV Cochin and Travancore have been treated as separate units,

but under each Province, State or Country their figures have been included, except where
otherwise stated, in those for Madras States.

1. Table XIII of tlie last, census ooTitaincd statistics for all castes and tribes. It was found,

however, that the cotiipiliiinn of ii<juros for a great number of minor groups, many of which

contained only an inBit;nificant fraction of the population, involved an undue expenditure of

time and labour. On the [ resent occasion, therefore, permission was given to the Provincial

Superintendents to lump together as ' Others^ tiie minor groups which contain only an insigni-

ficant fraction of the population. Advantage was taken of this permission in Ajmer-Merwara,

Bengal, as it stood at the lime of the census, Bombay, Bmnia, the United Provinces, the

Rajputana Agency and the Hyderabad State. In the other Provinces and States a complete

Table svas prepared. In this 'I'able fur the whole of India, the minor groups, including those

witli a strength of less than 500, have in all cases been left out of account. Nor does

the Tabl'- include (;iiristian<?, who are specially dealt with in Tables XVII and XVIII, or

any Hindu caste in Baluchistan.

2. 'Ibis Table is divi<Ied into two parts. Part I contains a general list of the castes

and tribes with their distribution by religion and locality, while Part II shows the principal

castes in each Province, State or Agency. In Burma the distinction b\ religion was not

preserveil, and where a caste or tribe is divided between two religions, it has been entered under

the religion acknowb^dged by the majority.

3 The difficulties which attended the classification of castes for the purpose of Table

XIII in 1901 wereexplitined (m the title page of that Table. On the present occasion the index

of caste chkspilicatinii at j.ages 538 to O'J'Z of the India Tables volume of that census was care-

fully examined before hand by the Provincial Superintendents, who also prepared for their

respective Provinces and States a caste index similar to the one prepared in Bengal in 1901.

In this way the difliculties insejarable from a work of this kind have been greatly reduced.

Thev could not, however, be altogether removed, as in many cases it is almost impossible to say

whether groups which seem to be connected with each other should be combined or kept

6e|)arate. In such < ases the procedure usually adopted has been to keep them separate

and give cross references, e.g., Bansphor and Dom, Chuhra and Bhangi. Where the

same group is known by several names it has been shown in Part I under the one most

generally current, the other names bein^ added in brackets. For example, Ilajjam (Nai and.

Napit), Dhuniya (B.ihna, Nadaf), llari (Blniinmali) and so on. In Part II each caste has

been shown under tiio name most common in the Province or State concerned.

The second section gives for

each Province, State or Agency the total strength of each Class, Sub-class and Order, and

also of those grou[isthe total strength of which is at least 5U,000. In this section, to econo-

mize space the se.\ details have fieen dispensed with except in respect of the tjtal number
of Actual workers, while for the selected groups figures for ' Total Workers and Dependants

'

only have t)et'n given.

PART E.—STATISTICS OF INDUSTRIES.

1. Parts A to D of Table XV which were compiled from the general schedules

give the main functional disfrihution of the people. The statistics in this Part regarding
various industrial concerns, such ;is mines, mills, etc., were collected in a special schedule, which
was iillcd in \iy the owners or nianageis of all factories, etc., in which at least 20 persons were
employed on the date of the Census. 'J'hisPart is divided into two sections. Section I contains

information for the whole Empire regarding each kind of factory, etc., distinguishing between
those factories in which mechanical jower is used and those in which it is not, and classifying

them according to the number of fersOBS employed. Sretion 11 gives for each Province, State,

or Agency the numlur of jersons (-mployed in (ach kind of factory, etc., without these details.

In flic corresponding Table in the Provincial ^'olumps two more sections have been added show-
ing the caste and nationality of the owners and managers of inijiortiint concerns.

2. i^'or the purpose of this Part the various industrial undertakings have been divided

into ](> main heads and 111 sub-heads, minor concerns not falling under these sub-heads

being grouped together as'Otheis.' T^'hen two or more industries are combined in one

factory, the classification has usually been made with reference to the first named in the return :

thus, a cotton ginning and rice husking and Hour mill has been classed under " 1'extile Industries

(cotton)." Certain factories in the United Provinces in which hand-power or bullock-power is

used have been classed in the Provineial Table as factories having mechanical power. They
have here been classed with those in wliioh mechanical power is not used. The Upjier Jhelum

Canal consfructiou, which was wrongly included in Kashmir Table XV-E, has been omitted

from this Table.

1. This Table was not compiled in the Andamans and Nicobars ; while in Ajmer-Merwara,
Burma, the Nortli-Weet F'rontitT Province and Rajputana it was compiled oulv for Euro-
peans, Ang'lo-Indiuns and Arineuiaiis. The present Table for all India contains a selection

from the various I'rovini'ial tallies. It is divided into two parts. Part I denls with the

indigenous castes and tribes and Part II with Europeans, Anglo-Indians and Armenians. To
economize space, figures for the smaller units, such as Baluchistan, Coorg, Coc'nin, etc., have
been omitted from Part I.

2. lor the purpose of this Table the occupations have been arranged under 13 main heads
corresponding to the sub-classes of the scheme of classification adopted in Purt A of Table
XV : these heads have been subdivided where necessary, in order to distinguish between
different occupations. Columns 7 to 10 of Part I are intended to throw light on the

extent to which the traditional caste occupations arc followed. The object of columns 11 and
12 is to make it possible to discount the tendency of functional castes to return their tradi-

tional occupations as their means of livelihood, lilxcept in Bombay, where the contrarv cours'-

has been followed, the ligures in the subsequent columns are exclusive of the numl'er of actual

worker'^ shown in columns 7 and S as following the traditional occupation. Statistics for

columns 9 to 12 were not compiled for Bihar and Oiissa, nor for the Presidenev and Burdwan
Divisions, Darjeeling and Coocli Behar in Bengal, nor for the State of Cochin.

3. Within each Province, State or Agency the castes are arranged in alphabetical order-

The figures for Provincs include those for th-- States attached to them, except in the case of

Bombay, where this Table was c-ompiled for British territory onlv, and of Madras, where they
exclude those for Cochin and Travancore. For the reasons given on the title page to Table
IX the total strength of a caste in this Table does not necessarilv tally with that in Table
XIII.

4. As already noted, the statistics for Europeans, Anglo-Indians and Armenians are given
separately in Part II of the Table. Such statistics were not compiled in Travancore, and in

Cochin they were tubulated in a difFerent foiin and so could not be incorpunited here. Tn
Baroda figures for Euri>])eans and AnL'lo-Indians were amalgaii.ated, while in Bombay thev
were comjiilcd only fur the Anglo-Indians in Sitid. Columns 7 to 1'2 of Piirt I have been
omitted from this Part.

5. Some sup])lementary statistire similar to those at pages 502-506 of the Bengal Census
Tables for 1001 showing the distribution by i-aste of certain occupations have been compiled
in Assam, Bengal. Bihar and Orissji and the Punjab. They have not been reproduced here.

Christians in India distributed (a) according to their sect or deuomination and (i) by localitv.

Pai-t II shows the denominations returned by the Christian community of each Province

State or Agency and Part III gives the territorial distribution of each denomination. The term

Anglo-Indian is used under the orders of the Government of India to designate the persons

hitherto known as Eurasians. It includes all persons of mixed European and Asiatic descent.

Goanese, when shown as such in the schedules, have been treated as Indian Christians ; but

some, no doubt, returned themselves as Portuguese or Eurasians. The Feringis of East Bengal

(males 593, females 009) and of Assam (males -t, female 1) have been classed as Anglo-Indians

for the purpose of this Table, but not so in Table XVIII. Armenians have here been grouped

with " European and Allied Races;" their number will be found in Table XVIII.

2. Many denominational names were entered in the schedules other than those shown in

this Table. The headings under which they have been tabulated are noted at the end of the

Table.

3. The Christiana of the following five missions are now organized as one body under

the name of the " South India Uniteil Church," viz., the United Free Church of Scotland

Mission in and about ^ladras, the Arcot ^fission of the Reformed Church of America in the

Arcot and Cuddapah districts, the American Madura Mission and the two great branches

of the London Missionary Society—the Travancore Mission and the South India District

Committee Mission. In order to permit of comparison with the returns of previous censuses,

the adherents of each Mission have been shown according to its original denomination but

it should be understood that the sectarian differences connoted by these names are now a

thing of the past. For further information on this subject the Roiwrt Volume should be

referred to.
